e The travelers are advised to avoid vehicular movement on National Highway (NH) 44 between the
Singhu Border and Mukarba Chowk until November 2.

e The DTP also announced potential traffic diversions at the Singhu Border and Bakoli on Urban
Extension Road (UER)-Il on the days.

e The DTP has also advised commuters to use UER-Il Road or Palla Bakhtawarpur Road as an

alternate routes for the duration of the advisory.
