The Dead Sea Marathon Israel is slated to take place over the morning and afternoon hours (local
time) on February 6.
The event will consist of six race categories, including a five km, ten km, 15 km, 21.1 km half
marathon, 42.2 km full marathon, and 50 km ultramarathon, all beginning from the salt flats
south of Ein Bokek beach.
Both the 50 km ultramarathon and 42.2 km full marathon will begin at 06:15 and continue through
the morning hours.
The 21.1 km half marathon will begin at 06:45, continuing through the morning hours.
The other races, including the 15 km and the ten km will begin between 06:45 and 09:15 and the
five km will begin at 11:15.
